~We will be processing with the 

soldier at the tomb at Arlington 

Cemetery. The soldier will lead us 

to the tomb and we will then lay the 

wreath. Another soldier will play 

taps and then we process back to 

the top of the steps. 

 

Are you excited about going to DC? 

~YES—we are pumped to get out of 

Aledo, anxious to see the Holocaust 

Museum and very excited to swim 

in the ocean. 

 

Q: What are you most excited 

about? 

~ Swimming and going to the 

beach! The wreath ceremony, and 

going to Busch Gardens. 

 

Q: When was the very first cere-

mony?  

~ It was on November 11, 1921. 

 

Q: When was the tomb built?

~ Actually, there are three bodies in 

the tomb. One from WW I, one 

from WW II, and one from the 

Korean war. There was one from 

the Vietnam War, but they were 

able to determine who he was 

through DNA testing and gave him 

a proper burial in the cemetery. 

 

Q: What makes the soldiers special? 

~ They gave their lives for our 

country and their identity is un-

known. 

 

Q: Where in Washington is the 

tomb located? 

~ In the middle of Arlington Na-

tional Cemetery, on a hill, guarded 

24-7, overlooking the Potomac. 

 

Q: Who had the idea of building the 

tomb? 

~ A custom was inaugurated in 1921 

to approve the resolution. The Sec-

retary of War delegated it.
